the nature reserve
	Preserved authentic landscapes, folklore and cultural-historical monuments, describe Zasavica as unique and complete tourist entirety.
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Picturesque mosaic of forests, meadows, river banks and the river itself, abundance of plants and animals, traditional way of life on the river presented in folklore and everyday life, as well, historical heritage dating from ancient time, offer to the visitors rare, attractive and unique experiences during the whole year.

	Perucac
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Perucac is a small town away from Bajina Basta on the right bank of the Drina River. U neposrednoj blizini je velika brana hidrocentrale, odakle počinje Drinsko jezero, dugačko 54 km, čiji se veličanstveni kanjon prostire sve do Višegrada. Nearby is a large hydro dam, from starting Drina Lake, 54 km long, with a magnificent canyon stretches all the way to Visegrad. Kada plovite niz Drinu očaraće Vas neka izvesna intimnost, sve je blizu Vas da možete gotovo rukom dohvatiti i ledena voda ispod Vas i umesto obala krševite stene i tamne šume na dohvat ruke, samo nebo je daleko od Vas, ono se vidi tamo gore međ sivim stenama kanjona kao uzana bledo-plava traka, išarana često čitavim jatom orlova, koji neumorno kruže obasjani sunčevim zracima. When you sail down the Drina River will delight you a certain intimacy, everything is close you can almost hand to retrieve the freezing water below you and instead of the rocky shores and dark forests of rocks at your fingertips. The sky is far away from you, it shows up there with the gray rocks of the canyon as a narrow pale blue stripe, often speckled with whole flock of eagles, who tirelessly circling sun shone upon. 	Zlatibor Mt.
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Zlatibor is an incredibly beautiful mountain. It is located in western Serbia, about 230 km away from Belgrade. At the average height of 1000 m above sea level, Zlatibor offers unforgettable scenery and a unique climate for those seeking rest, relaxation, as well as enjoying winter and summer sports, such as skiing, walking and swimming. The climate makes Zlatibor rich with vegetation, growing over 120 different types of grasses and forests. Wavy landscape is sprinkled with pine and fir forests, wild daffodils and all sorts of colorful mountain flowers and wild berries. Zlatibor offers a rich cultural and a tourist experience. More than 200, 000 people visit Zlatibor, all over a year, while staying at newly built hotels, mini hotels, inns or in private houses. It is definitely a mountain one always comes back to.

	Special Nature Reserve „Uvac
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Special Nature Reserve „Uvac“ is protected natural asset of great importance, first category natural asset. Major morphological feature of the reserve is the Uvac River canyon valley including the valleys of its tributaries. The special value of the river canyon parts of valley are curving meanders. Relative height of meander heads is 100m at places Griffon Vulture (Gyps fulvus) "Uvac" is distinguished by the presence of 104 bird species. Most important of all is griffon vulture, one of the two vulture species that are still nesting in Serbia
Uvac" Special Nature Reserve is the only goosander nesting site in Serbia. It is also home for the largest population of this rare bird species in the Balkans.

Clean water in watercourses and accumulations presents an ideal habitat for 11 fish species, and some parts of it are natural reproduction areas of trout, rainbow trout, lake trout, chub, snip, and barbell

	Sargan Eight
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Sargan Eight is the most attractive tourist and museum railways in Europe and is mentioned as a unique architectural masterpiece in the world, among narrow gauge lines. Povezivala je Beograd sa Sarajevom i Dubrovnikom,a puštena je u saobraćaj 02.02.1925.godine. Connecting Belgrade with Sarajevo and Dubrovnik, and it was opened to traffic 02.02.1925.godine. Ova izuzetna pruga u obliku broja 8, duga je 13,5 km. This exceptional line in the form of number 8, is 13.5 km. na pruzi je izgrađeno 22 tunela, 5 mostova i vijadukata. the railroad was built 22 tunnels, 5 bridges and viaducts.

	Drvengrad Kustendorf
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Drvengrad is the ethnic village situated at the crossroads of Tara and Zlatibor. It was founded and built on a hill Mecavnik the design of a film director Emir Kusturica for the film "Life is a Miracle. " From the entrance gate is the main street that bears the name of Ivo Andric, and beside it a street Ernesto Che Guevara, Diego Maradona, Miodrag Petrovic Ckalja, Fellini and Bergman. A Street bears the name of the Serbian tennis player Novak Djokovic. In the village there is a small wooden Orthodox church with a wooden tower. In the central part of the village square is paved with wood lot and cut wood sills and surrounded by cottages.

	Valjevo

Tesnjar bazaar
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Tesnjar was built in the Serbian-Balkan style during the 18th and 19 century. In Tesnjar still live some of the forgotten crafts draper, potter, etc.. Until the First World War, this neighborhood was the central most important part of the town.
